Plaintiff, Company Corporation (“Company”), by its attorneys, for its complaint against defendant, INSERT NAME (“Defendant”), alleges as follows:

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

1.
This claim arises under the provisions of the Copyright Act of the United States, as amended, 17 U.S.C. § 1 et seq., and is for infringement of a copyright registered in the Copyright Office of the United States.

2.
This Court has subject matter jurisdiction over this action pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1331 and 1338(a), and personal jurisdiction over defendant pursuant to (INSERT STATE JURISDICTIONAL STATUTE HERE).

Venue is proper in this district pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1391(c) in that the defendant is a corporation subject to personal jurisdiction in this district.

PARTIES

Plaintiff is a stock photography company residing at ADDRESS. Plaintiff is in the business of licensing reproduction rights in photographs to users for a fee via its web address  [     ] and its sales offices locations located in STATE.

Defendant is engaged in the business of INSERT.

Upon information and belief, defendant provides its services and goods to customers in (JURISDICTION), and solicits customers in (JURISDICTION) through one or more of the following websites owned and developed by defendant (the “Websites”): www.insertwebaddress.com

FACTS

8.
On or about [DATE], plaintiff discovered that defendant was using number of its photographs (the “Photographs”) owned by plaintiff on the Websites owned by defendant. 

9.
Plaintiff complied in all respects with the Copyright Act of the United States and secured the exclusive right and privilege in and to the copyright of the Photographs identified by plaintiff as Nos. INSERT PHOTO NUMBERS and by the Register of Copyrights Certificate of Registration as INSERT VA REGISTRATION NUMBER, dated DATE.

10.
Defendant infringed plaintiff’s copyright in the Photographs by displaying the Photographs on defendant’s websites without permission or authorization. Defendants are not, and have never been, licensed or otherwise authorized to use the Photographs.

11.
Upon information and belief, the Websites are located on the World Wide Web and accessible throughout the world, including the State of [STATE], via the Internet.

12.
Plaintiff notified defendant that defendant’s unauthorized use of the Photographs violate plaintiff’s exclusive rights as copyright owner, and gave defendant an opportunity to enter into a retroactive licensing agreement or make payment for defendant’s past unauthorized use prior to instituting the present action. However, despite plaintiff’s repeated requests for payment, defendant has refused to rectify its infringing conduct. 

13.
Defendant’s continued unauthorized use of the Photographs after being notified by plaintiff that defendant’s use is unauthorized, constitutes willful and intentional infringement of plaintiff’s registered copyright, and is in total disregard of plaintiff’s rights.

14.
Defendant’s continued unauthorized use of the Photographs is causing plaintiff irreparable harm, for which plaintiff has no adequate remedy at law.

WHEREFORE, plaintiff prays that this Court:


15.
Preliminarily and permanently enjoin defendant, its officers, directors, principals, agents, servants, employees, successors and assigns from:

(a)
copying, or making any unauthorized use, including the making of derivatives, of the Photographs, in any form, including but not limited to print or electronic.

(b)
manufacturing, producing, distributing, circulating, selling, offering for sale, advertising, promoting or displaying any promotional material bearing any simulation, reproduction, counterfeit, or copy of the Photographs.

(c) 
using any simulation, reproduction, counterfeit, or copy of the Photographs, in connection with the promotion, advertisement, display, sale, offering for sale, manufacture, production, circulation or distribution of any product or service of defendant.

16.
Direct defendant to deliver for destruction all products, magazines, signs, prints, packages, dies, wrappers, receptacles, digital files and advertisements in its possession or under their control, bearing the Photographs, or any simulation, reproduction, counterfeit, or copy, and all plates, molds, matrices and other means of making the same.

17.
Direct defendant to account for and relinquish to plaintiff all gains, profits, and advantages derived by defendant through defendant’s infringement of plaintiff’s copyright.

18.
Direct defendant to pay to plaintiff such damages, including statutory and punitive damages, as plaintiff is entitled to as a consequence of defendant’s infringement of plaintiff’s copyright.


19.
Award to plaintiff the costs of this action together with reasonable attorney’s fees.

20.
Award to plaintiff such other and further relief as the Court may deem just and proper.
